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Four-Phase
Plan '
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A capital campaign to raise $990,000 to construct a mplirpose animal shelter adding more space to
house dogs, cats and a spay/neuter clinic will begin in March at Better Days Animal Leagueon
profit organization that operates two animal shelter locations in Shippensburg and Chambersburg.
The campaign will kick off with online sales of memorial bricks, photo engraved tiles, and a Spring

Fling Casino Night to be held on May 7, 2011.

PHASE 1: Phase in the four-phase plan is to raise $50,000 to fund engineering and architectural services and
provide much needed upgrades to sustain the current infrastructure. Plans for soundproofing and making the
property environmentally friendly are all included. Better Days has current engineering proposals and
welcomes additional bids during phase 1 of the project.

PHASE 2: Phase 24 construction of the new building containing 40 new dog kennels of varying sizes, with
modern cleaning, heating, ventilation and wastiisposal systems, an open, fre@aming cattery and a much
needed surgical suite to provide low cost spay/neuter clinics for the local community. The additional kennels
and expanded cattery will allow Better Days to increase the housing capacity and exgaposure for

adoption.

PHASE 3: Phase 3ansists of the addition of a rainwater capture system to be used for cleaning and a small
wind turbine to reduce the month to month expenses incurred by the shelter and minimize the impact on the
environment. These additios are expected to reduce the monthly expenses for utility service by#3%. The
current budget, available on the website atvw. BetterDaysAnimals.com also includes allocation of $20,000
specifically for soundproofing materials to minimize noise impact to nearby residents.

PHASE 4: Phase 4ricludes paying off current land debts secured by the organization, rendering it debt free.

This will be the first major expansion of the shelter since the property was purchaaed the original building

was erected. Dennis Bumbaugh, Founder and CEO, said, "We had no idea how severe the need was in the area
when we opened our doors as a support service to existing organizations. This expansion is not out of want; it

is pure necess/. We must make these improvements to continue to do what we do."

The shelter relies on donations and fundraising activities for almost all of its support. Better Days also applies
for grants, works with local townships and has five area thrift stores help balance its budget. Any surplus
funds raised by the organization during the campaign will be put into a veterinary fund to provide ongoing
medical care to the animals.

Over the past three years, the shelter has accepted more than 2,700 abandonsisaand does not euthanize
animals for space. Instead, the shelter concentrates on adoption and public awareness efforts. Better Days
serves residents and homeless animals in Franklin, Cumberland and Fulton counties and also provides cruelty
investigation.

Who is Storm?

West Virginia Ani mal Control, in conjunction
investigate an owner after picking up his dog running at large. Attempts to educate the owner on the
proper treatment of his pit bull terrier were unsuccessfidhe continued to live in squalor, surrounded
by trash and old car partdjed to a short logging chain

Unable to get adequate results, and hampered by local laws, Animal Control and the Sheriff were
unable to legally move forward to remove the dog, scethtried a different approach- assistance from
an animal rescue

Upon arriving and assessing the situation, it was obvious that the circumstances were dire. The dog
hadinadequate water, housing and foahd it was apparent that she had lived tied to tisbort end of
that logging chain day after daymonth after month.

The owner admitted that she continued to have litters of puppies but would not disclose the
whereabouts or condition of the puppiesle refused to relinquish ownership of Storm however rdid
offer to sell her When she was finally free of the logging chain Storm knew exactly where to go
right up into the passenger seat of the black SUV that would take her to her
new forever home. That was April 14, 2007.

It was quickly confirmed that Storm had been severely
malnourished; she was infested with fleas, had broken
teeth, tested heartworm positive anshe wasn the

end stages of yet another pregnancy. Because of her ! ; :
current healthand condition she was unable to safely Pt L TG
be treated for the heartworm until she could build v - !
strength and deliver the puppies. A few short weeks
later, Storm delivered 5 puppies; only 1 survivey
the time that sheregained her strength and was able
to begin treatment for heartworm, it was too late.
Storm went into congestive heart failure on June 23 and
crossed the rainbow bridge on June 26, 2007 in the arms of
her hero.
